PURPOSE AND EFFECT OF PROPOSED OFFICIAL PLAN AMENDMENT AND ZONING BY-LAW AMENDMENT





An application has been received to amend the Norfolk County Official Plan and the Township of Norfolk Zoning By-law 1-NO 85.  There are two parts to the application.  First, the applicant is proposing to amend the Official Plan and Zoning By-Law to change the designation of the eastern portion of the property from Hazard Lands to Resort Residential to permit a residential lot.  The zoning on this parcel is proposed to be changed from Hazard Land 'HL' to Long Point 'LP' to permit the cottage.  The second part of the application also intends to amend the Zoning By-Law to permit a personal service shop, restaurant, antique shop, fruit and vegetable outlet, museum, art gallery, one dwelling unit and an office as an additional permitted use in the Long Point 'LP' Zone on the westerly parcel.

If you wish to be notified of the adoption of the proposed official plan amendment, or of the refusal of a request to amend the official plan, you must make a written request to the Clerk, Norfolk County, P.O. Box 545, 50 Colborne Street South, Simcoe ON N3Y 4N5.  Written submissions will become part of the public record.





If a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make written submissions to Norfolk County before the By-Law is passed, the person or public body is not entitled to appeal the decision of Norfolk County to the Ontario Municipal Board.
